Dizziness or lightheadedness: Feeling faint or unsteady on one's feet. 

Nausea or vomiting: Experiencing stomach upset. 

Headache: A throbbing or pounding headache. 

Muscle cramps: Painful muscle spasms, especially in the legs or abdomen. 

Fatigue: Feeling extremely tired and weak. 

Rapid heartbeat: A heart rate that is faster than usual. 

Confusion or disorientation: Difficulty thinking clearly or making rational decisions. 

Decreased urine output: Producing less urine than usual.  

If you experience any of these symptoms, it is important to seek medical attention immedi-
ately. Heat exhaustion can lead to more serious heat-related illnesses, such as heat stroke.
